Information/Terms and Conditions

My commitment to your big day
I’ll arrange a mutually convenient time to meet with you at your home to discuss your personalised ceremony and all the options available to you and any that you would like to suggest – I’m happy to accommodate special requests.

If there are still some items you’ve not quite decided on such as music or readings, they can be confirmed up to a week before the ceremony, so no pressure.

After our meeting, I’ll draft a copy of your ceremony, which I will email to you for your approval and any editing.

On the day of your ceremony, I will arrive at your chosen venue 30 minutes prior to the start of your service, introduce myself and talk with all those involved in your ceremony so that everyone knows their part and when to play it.

I understand the importance of your special day and will endeavour to make the ceremony as perfect as I know you would want it to be, to that end, we need to ensure that your ceremony begins on time. Ceremonies for Life’s Path will not accept any liability where a ceremony is cancelled on the day due to the late arrival of the couple and or any guests. I reserve the right to take appropriate action to ensure other ceremonies I need to attend are delivered at the agreed time. No refund of fees will be made under these circumstances.

Fees/Payment
Bookings are provisional until the deposit has been paid and signed Terms and Conditions are received.

A non refundable 25% deposit is required for Marriage, Baby Naming and Renewal of Vows Ceremonies upon booking.  The balance of any outstanding fees is due no later than 6 weeks prior to the ceremony.
The full fee is required upon booking a Funeral Service.

All fees are to be settled by bank transfer.  

Fees are subject to increase on 1st April each year, however, once a deposit has been received the price quoted at time of booking will be held for your ceremony in the following year.

Ceremony Guidelines

Outside ceremonies
It is lovely to hold a ceremony outside but if you want the ceremony to be held in an outdoor location there must also be a suitable room inside the venue to hold the ceremony comfortably, should the great British weather do it’s worst.

Health and Safety Matters
All entrances and exits to and from the ceremony area should be clear of obstruction and safe to use. 

All constructions, such as marquees, gazebos and bridal arches must be securely erected as per supplier’s instruction to ensure safety. 

Any outside electrical equipment, e.g. lights or sound equipment must be installed safely following safe working methods. There should be no trailing wires or cables and must be kept away from walkways. 

Insurance
If your ceremony is being held at home: 
No-one wants accidents to happen, but sometimes they do, so it’s worth ensuring that your domestic insurance policy covers third party liability for any visitors to your home.

Force Majeure - Many couples invest in wedding insurance to cover them in the event of any unforeseeable circumstances that prevent someone from fulfilling their services. I would recommend that you consider taking out insurance to cover losses or expenses incurred in the case of events outside of the control of all your suppliers.
 
Cancellation
Should you need to cancel your ceremony you will need to notify me in writing.  Any payments already made (beyond the non refundable deposit) will be subject to the following refund policy:
More than 3 months before the ceremony date you will receive a refund of the fees paid, less the non refundable deposit.
Between 3 months and 45 days before the ceremony date you will receive a 50% refund of the fees paid less the non-refundable deposit.
Less than 45 days before the ceremony or failure to cancel in writing before the ceremony date no refund will be made.




Privacy Statement 
The information I will hold are your name, address, telephone number and email address for communication purposes whilst arranging and completing your ceremony. 
All information is kept securely and I, Kim Cumming, am the only person who has access and will view this information.  I will never share your details with any third party.
All your records are deleted/securely destroyed one month from the date of your ceremony being completed.
